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Supporting documents required

The supporting documents to be provided are as follows:

Pre-requisites
A travel document, issued less than 10 years ago, containing at least two blank pages, with a period of validity at least 3 months longer
than the date on which you intend to leave the Schengen Area or, in the case of a long stay, at least three months longer than the expiry

date of the visa requested. Be sure to transmit (scan) ALL PAGES of your travel document containing visas, entry and exit stamps or any

other inscription.
ID photograph.

If you are not a Singaporean national : residence permit valid at least 3 months after your return date or in-principle renewal approval
from ICA. For Permanent Residents: please provide a copy of your Re-Entry Permit. For holders of other residence permits (EP, Work Pass,
DP, etc), please print out your Pass Status. For residents of Brunei-Darussalam: copy of your re-entry permit (stamped in your passport)

and/or copy of your residence card, depending on your applicable right to stay.
If you have an official travel document, a note verbale is required.

Purpose of travel/stay

If the trip is organised through a travel agency : letter from the agency confirming the visa applicant booked an organised trip + detailed

planned programme.

Reservation of a return ticket or travel itinerary.
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Socio-professional situation
Proof of socio-professional status (e.g. certificate of employment, ACCRA BizFile, school certificate, etc) and any documents

demonstrating the applicant’s personal links to the country of residence (e.g. copy of marriage certificate,...). If you provide an

employment letter, it must be recent, dated and signed, and should include the following: date of employment, monthly or annual

salary, dates of leave.

Funds
Bank statements (for the last 3 months + payslips for the last 3 months. If you do not perceive a salary, please provide any recent

documents showing your ressources. If you are sponsored, please provide a letter dated and signed by your sponsor, his/her ID, and any

document showing his/her financial capacity (bank statements, payslips, etc).

Accommodation
Reservation of a hotel or sufficient resources to cover hotel expenses (to the amount of €120/day) or a tenancy agreement or certificate

of ownership. If staying with a private individual : proof of accommodation (Cerfa form).

Travel health insurance
Travel insurance certificate. The insurance must at least cover the duration of your trip, and be valid at least for the Schengen area. See
